A person, place or thing.

What is a phrase?
A small group of words that add meaning to a sentence. It
is not a complete idea.

What is a noun phrase?
A small group of words that work together as a noun:
the cat, some cars, a garden.

What is an expanded noun phrase?

They are made up of a noun and at least one adjective.
When you use more than one adjective together, you need
to use a comma to separate them.

The lazy, ginger cat

Some battered, rusty cars

An overgrown, walled garden

When you are trying to find a noun phrase, first of all find
the noun. Then look at the other words that are used to
expand it and to give it more detail.

Your address on the right of the letter

The person you are sending it to (the recipient)
on the left

Dear ...

A short, first paragraph explaining why you are
writing. If you don’t know the person, explain
who you are.

Use separate paragraphs when changing topic or
idea.

If you are writing a reply, make sure that you are
answering any questions that have been raised.

Sign your letter off.

Use “Yours Faithfully’ for someone you know.
Use “Yours Sincerely’ for someone you don’t
know.
